Attendance Strategy
At St John’s CE Primary School, every child is known and valued. We work together as a school to help every child be present, punctual and ready to learn.
Regular attendance supports children not only in their learning, but also in developing friendships, confidence and a strong sense of belonging. 
When children are in school every day, they are best placed to enjoy all that school life has to offer.
Our Shared Commitment
We kindly ask families to support the following expectations:
· Every child is entitled to a full‑time education
· Children thrive when they attend school every day and on time
· Attendance below 95% is a concern
· Attendance below 90% is defined as persistent absence and requires further support
· Term‑time holidays cannot usually be authorised

How We Support Good Attendance
At St John’s, we take a positive, caring and proactive approach to attendance. In line with our Attendance Policy, we will:
· Provide 190 days of engaging, high‑quality learning
· Take accurate attendance registers twice daily
· Carefully monitor attendance patterns
· Contact families promptly when a child is absent and no reason has been received
· Work closely with parents and carers to understand any difficulties
· Offer guidance, support and signposting where needed
· Act early to prevent issues becoming more serious
Our whole‑school attendance aim is 97%, which reflects our high aspirations for every child.
Families should always contact the school as early as possible and put requests for exceptional leave in writing.

Why Punctuality Matters
Doors open early to allow children to settle calmly into their day. Children should arrive no later than 8:50am.
Being late can:
· Be unsettling for children
· Mean missing important learning and instructions
· Make it harder to feel settled and confident
· Disrupt learning for others
We monitor punctuality carefully and will work with families where concerns arise.


How Families Can Help
Your support makes a real difference. Families can help by:
· Reporting absence by 8:50am on the first day
· Ensuring children arrive on time every day
· Avoiding term‑time holidays
· Scheduling routine appointments outside school hours where possible
· Encouraging positive attitudes towards attendance
· Ensuring siblings still attend when one child is poorly
· Keeping contact details fully up to date
· Letting us know early if difficulties arise
