	Key Knowledge Taught: by the end of the unit pupils are expected to know that / be able to:
· Make a 3D free-standing structure replicating a 17th century London building.
· Know that the bottom of the structure was narrower than the top half because London was densely populated during the 17th century and this style was the best use of space and resources. 
· The over-hanging top half created a jetty which allowed occupants more living space upstairs.
· The buildings were timber framed. Wealthier homes painted the timber frames with a black tar substance called pitch. 
	Extra Information:
Buildings were limewashed in a variety of pastel shades including white, pink, yellow and grey. Minerals, charcoal and animal blood were mixed with limewash to create different colours.
